On Friday, November 18, Patrick Kane proudly announced that the Schuylkill United Way had raised 
$1,045,000, exceeding the original goal of $1,000,075. We reached 104% of our goal, which makes the 
2012 “Celebrating 75 Years of Caring” Campaign the highest grossing campaign to date. 33% of the goal 
was met by 378 pacesetters who gave $327,755 towards the campaign this year.
